7. All decisions of the judges will be final.
8. All entries must remain on display until checkout on Saturday, July 26™. No exceptions.

9. Premium money will be available for pickup on Saturday, July 26™ at 9:30 p.m. along with exhibit release.
No Exceptions.

10. Entries must be picked up on Saturday, July 26" at 9:30 p.m. The St. Charles County Fair Board is not
responsible for articles left after 10:30 p.m.

11. Violation of any of the above rules will result in forfeiture of any premium money won and future
exhibiting privileges.

12. While measures will be taken to provide a secure display area, neither the Home Economics Committee nor
the St. Charles County Fair Board will be held responsible for lost, broken, damaged, or stolen articles in
exhibits.
