GENERAL EXHIBIT 
 RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 FOR 4-H & FFA MEMBERS 

 
1. The Danish System of Judging will be used. The judges will place the classes, according to merit, 

in Blue, Red, or White ribbon groups. The point values are assigned to the ribbons in each class. 
The value of a point will be determined by dividing the total points of ribbons awarded into the 
total money. In no case will a point value exceed .50 cents.  

 
2. Age Limitations: 

a. Minimum - a boy or girl must have passed his or her eighth birthday before January 1 of 
present year. 

b. Maximum - a boy or girl must not have passed his or her nineteenth birthday before January 
1 of present year. 

c. FFA members may exhibit until age 21. 
 
3. NOTICE:  St. Charles County Fair, Inc. will not be responsible to any persons, individuals, 

corporation, or association, for any loss by fire, theft, damage, or personal injury sustained by 
anyone through the negligence of any person or groups of persons, exhibits or exhibitors. 

 
4. Only members of a St. Charles County 4-H club program may exhibit with the following 

exception: 4-H members or FFA members in Warren, Franklin, and Lincoln counties may exhibit 
in Beef Breeding and Breeding Sheep. In addition, members from Warren and Franklin counties 
may exhibit in Breeding Rabbits.  

 
5. 4-H and FFA exhibits will be judged separately from open classes since members in these 

organizations have specific project requirements. 
 
6. All 4-H and FFA members must be enrolled and in good standing in the projects in which they 

exhibit. 
 
7. All 4-H and FFA exhibits must have been made or raised in the current year's projects.  
 

8.  No premiums will be distributed at the fair. 
 
9. If an animal dies prior to fair, substitutions of eligible animals may be permitted at the discretion 

of the department superintendent(s). 
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LIVESTOCK RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 
1. Livestock entries will not be accepted in any department unless received at the University of 

Missouri Extension Center, 260 Brown Road, St. Peters, MO 63376, on or before June 15, 
2010. A late fee of $20.00 per entry form will be assessed for entries received after June 
15, 2010. Absolutely no entries will be accepted after June 30, 2010. All livestock 
exhibitors must pay the daily admission or buy a season pass. 

 
2. Entry fees must accompany entry forms:  $3.00 per head for beef, $2.00 per head for sheep, 

swine, and goats; $1.00 per head for rabbits except Meat Pen class which is $1.00, poultry, and 
waterfowl. Insurance fees will be required for some animals. 

 
3. Liability insurance for all livestock exhibits is the responsibility of the exhibitor. 
 
4. Refer to the schedule of events for entry of all livestock. The department superintendent will 

assign all stalls. 
 
5. No livestock, except swine & poultry, will be received before 10:00 p.m., Tuesday, July 27. All 

beef steers must be entered by 9:00 a.m., Wednesday, July 28. All beef steers: no water until 
after weigh-in. Poultry will be received from 6:00 p.m. – 8:00 p.m. on Tuesday, July 27 and 8:00 
a.m. – 10:00 a.m. on Wednesday, July 28 -- no earlier or later. 

 
St. Charles County 4-H exhibitors may enter beef breeding & breeding sheep animals on 
Wednesday, July 28 from 8:00 a.m. - 10:00 a.m. or on Friday, July 30, from 8:00 a.m. – 10:00 
a.m.  Warren, Franklin, and Lincoln county exhibitors may enter only on Friday, July 30, from 
8:00 a.m. - 10:00 a.m. Breeding stock will not be allowed to enter the fairgrounds at any other 
times. 

 
All breeding rabbits & pet rabbits will be accepted on Friday, July 30, from 8:00 a.m. - 10:00 
a.m. They will not be allowed to enter the fairgrounds at any other time. 

 
6. Livestock entries will be limited to 4-H and FFA members that carry the project in their youth 

work. 
 
7. Each exhibitor will be limited to two entries in each of the individual classes, with the following 

exceptions: In beef steer, the limit shall be only one (1) steer; in swine - one (1) production hog, 
and one (1) entry in each class of feeder pigs. 

 
8. All market steers exhibited must not have been allowed to suckle a nurse cow after March 1, 

2010. 
 
9. The Champion and Reserve Champion of each beef steer weight class will compete for Grand 

Champion and Reserve Grand Champion over all beef steer weight classes. 
 
10. All livestock will be released at the following times. 
  Cattle – county and out of county breeding stock will be released after the breeding show on 

Saturday, July 31 until 3:00 p.m. If breeding stock is not out by 3:00 p.m., they will have to stay 
until 12 midnight. All steers will be released Saturday at 12 midnight. 

  Sheep – all breeding stock will be released Saturday, July 31 until 3:00 p.m. If breeding stock is 
not out by 3:00 p.m., they will have to stay until 12 midnight. All market sheep will be released 
Saturday, July 31 at 12 midnight. 

  Rabbits – Out of county breeding stock will be released after the breeding show Friday, July 30. 
All other rabbits will be released Saturday, July 31 from 9:00 to 10:00 p.m. If rabbits are not out 
by 10 p.m., they will have to stay until 12 midnight.  

  Poultry – All poultry will be released Saturday, July 31 from 9:00 – 10:00 p.m. If poultry are not 
out by 10 p.m., they will have to stay until 12 midnight. 
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  Goats – All goats will be released Saturday, July 31 at 12 midnight. 
  Swine – Market swine will be shipped Tuesday, July 27 after the show. All production swine will 

be released Saturday, July 31 at 12 midnight. 
  For safety reasons, no trucks or trailers will be allowed on the fair grounds, by the 

loading area, prior to this time. All sale animals must be cared for and loaded by exhibitor. 
Any exhibitor removing exhibit(s), for any reason, prior to stated release time will forfeit premium. 

 
11. All livestock exhibitors are required to assist at the July 24th set up, at all morning clean-ups as 

designated by area superintendent or fair board member during the fair, and at the final clean up 
on August 1st. 

 
12. Animals must be shown and groomed by owner or other St. Charles County 4-H or FFA 

member. (Committee will judge exceptions.) 
 
13. a. All exhibitors must keep stalls and pens in a clean and neat condition and the space over 

which visitors will pass must be kept clean and clear of rubbish at all times. No excessive 
hay, straw, or feed in aisle ways; only one bale high may be kept behind cattle. Any 
exhibitor not taking proper care of animals and stalls and helping with clean up after 
release of livestock will forfeit premium. 

b. Each livestock exhibitor must furnish their own buckets for water and their own feed troughs. 
c. Livestock exhibitors will bring their own supply of feed. 
d. All livestock exhibitors, who are registered campers, shall be in the campground ½ hour after 

the last fair event is over for the evening. Only registered campers will be allowed in the 
campgrounds. 

e. No use of alcohol, tobacco, or illegal drugs by youth exhibitors will be tolerated. Exhibitor will 
be asked to leave with their animals and forfeit their premium money. 

 
14. When there is but one exhibitor competing for a premium, premium will be awarded according to 

the merits of the exhibit(s) in the opinion of the judges. 
 
15. Any attempt by any exhibitor, either personally or through an agent, to corrupt the judges or 

exert undue influence will subject the offender to expulsion from the grounds, and they will 
thereafter be prohibited from exhibiting or other privileges until same are restored by written 
order of the Fair Board Secretary. 

 
16. Unnatural practices in fitting will not be tolerated. If any animal is found to have been tampered 

with, it shall be disqualified from competition. This does not apply to polishing and training of 
horns and hoofs. 

 
17. Any person who violates any of the foregoing or special rules will forfeit all privileges and 

premiums and be subject to such penalty as the management may order. 
 
18. Livestock registration, ownership, and health requirements: 

a: All beef breeding stock must be accompanied by registration papers, registered in the 
exhibitor's name. Breeding stock exhibitors will not be allowed to unload their animal(s) until 
approved by area superintendent and/or assistant. All beef breeding exhibits without proper 
registration will be required to exhibit in the crossbreed class. All entrants must be able to 
show certification of ownership, dated prior to May 1, of year shown certified by registration 
papers. In the case of 4-H and FFA exhibitors without registered animals, project record 
sheets or class registration will be accepted as proof of ownership. This information must be 
available to the superintendent of the Beef Breeding Department when called for. 

 
b. Beef steers must have been weighed in at the mandatory county weigh-in held February 

27, 2010. Exhibitors may weigh in and tag two (2) steers at the weigh-in, but enter only one 
(1) at the fair. Steers must have the original tag in the ear at the fair weigh-in on July 28, 
2010 at 10:00 a.m. A veterinarian will mouth all steers. Any steer with a permanent tooth 
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showing or deemed unhealthy by the veterinarian will be disqualified and will have to leave 
the fair grounds. Entries in beef steer must have been owned by the exhibitor prior to the 
spring weigh-in of the current year. All steers must be dehorned. 

 
c. Dairy exhibitors must have certification of ownership prior to May 1, of year shown. In the 

case of 4-H and FFA exhibitors, project record sheets or class registration will be accepted 
as proof of ownership. All animals need to be accompanied with health certificates as 
required by the Missouri Department of Agriculture Animal Health Requirements for 
Exhibition. Dairy stock exhibitors will not be allowed to unload their animal(s) until all health 
papers are reviewed and approved by area superintendent and/or approving agent. This 
information must be available to the superintendent of the Dairy Department when called for. 

 
d. All breeding sheep must have been owned by the exhibitor prior to July 1 of the year 

shown. All animals showing in the purebred class must be registered in the exhibitor's name 
and must wear the association or flock ear tag at the time of showing. All breeding sheep 
must be accompanied with health certificates as required by the Missouri Department of 
Agriculture Animal Health Requirements for Exhibition. Breeding sheep stock exhibitors will 
not be allowed to unload their animal(s) until all health papers are reviewed and approved 
by area superintendent and/or approving agent. This information must be available to the 
superintendent of the Sheep Breeding Department when called for. Market Lambs must 
have been weighed in at the mandatory county weigh-in held May 1, 2010. Exhibitors may 
weigh-in and tag up to four (4) market lambs. Sheep that are to be exhibited must be free of 
clinical signs of an infectious or contagious disease.  (Ex.: Soremouth, Footrot, & Lamb 
Fungus.) 

 
e. All swine breeding stock must be accompanied by registration papers, registered in the 
exhibitor’s name and proof of their Missouri Youth Show-Me Quality Assurance certification. 
Any swine breeding exhibits without proper registration will be required to exhibit in the 
crossbreed class. All swine breeding animals need to be accompanied with Health 
Certificates as required by the Missouri Health Department of Agriculture Animal Health 
Requirements for Exhibition. This information must be available to the swine superintendent 
when called for. All breeding stock must be blood tested for Pseudorabies and Brucellosis. 

 
f. Swine exhibitors must have certification of ownership prior to May 1, of year shown. 

 
g. All rabbits must have been owned by the exhibitor prior to March 1 of the year shown. 

 
 h. All poultry must have been owned by the exhibitor prior to June 1 of the year shown. 
 
19. All sheep, including wethers, exhibited at the St. Charles County Fair must have a Scrapie ID 

tag in an ear. (Federal Law as of Nov. 19, 2001). 
 
20. All goats, including wethers, exhibited at the St. Charles County Fair must have a Scrapie ID tag 

in an ear. (Federal Law as of Nov. 19, 2001). 
 
21. An official veterinarian may be on the grounds to inspect animals upon arrival. 

22. Superintendents and/or their assistants are to be on duty when exhibits arrive in their 
departments and remain in charge of department until all exhibits have been claimed or moved 
by owners. 

 

23. Each superintendent, or one or more of their assistants, shall supervise the daily morning clean 
up. 

 

24. All animals shall be halter broken. Any animal deemed unmanageable by the superintendent 
may be ordered removed from fairgrounds. 
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25. For safety reasons, no cattle are to be removed from their stalls from 6 - 9 p.m., with the 
exception of going to and from the barn during the show and sale. 

 

26. All bulls must be shown with bullring or bull snap. 

 

27. Each livestock superintendent is charged with caring for and returning the computer class list of 
their department to the designated 4-H/Extension staff member in the 4-H office in the Kolb 
Building. Department superintendents must check on the exhibits in each class, and mark the 
computer class list that it will show what animals were exhibited in each class and which were 
awarded premiums. 

 

28. After all entries are made the superintendent will have charge of the computer class list. The 
judge, or judges must not have access to the computer list until after the awards are made in 
each class. 

 

29. As soon as possible after judging is completed in a department, the department superintendent 
shall turn computer class list in to the 4-H/Extension staff member in the 4-H office in the Kolb 
Building so the list of premium payments can be prepared. 

 

30. Any animal disqualified for age or health reasons must leave the fairgrounds and cannot be 
replaced by another animal. 

 

31. Sale signs allowed for breeding stock only. Exhibitor must check with area superintendent 
before displaying your sign. 
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ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR EXHIBITION 
 
The following is a SUMMARY, and not a reprint of 2 CSR 30-2.040 Animal 
Health Requirements for exhibition regulations. Contact the Missouri State 
Veterinarian’s office at (573) 751-4359 for clarification on the following. 
1. Certificate of Veterinary Inspection/General Requirements. 
A. All animals must have a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection unless 
specifically exempted. The Certificate of Veterinary Inspection 
shall state that the animals are free of visible signs of contagious, 
infectious, or communicable disease, describe the animal(s) by 
species, breed, sex and age. The Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection shall reflect all data for required test and vaccinations, 
all dates, results and the name of the laboratory. 
B. The Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is valid for thirty (30) days. 
C. Animals with active lesions of ringworm or warts will not be 
permitted to exhibit and shall be subject to isolation and expulsion. 
D. Sales scheduled in association with exhibitions must employ a 
veterinarian to examine animals and process Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection for change of ownership. The following are 
requirements for animals EXHIBITED in Missouri. Animals sold in 
addition to being exhibited must meet the entry requirements of 
Missouri. 
2. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR CATTLE IN MISSOURI. 
A. Intrastate (cattle in Missouri moving for exhibition only). 
1. No Certificate of Veterinary Inspection required. 
2. Brucellosis – no test or vaccination is required. 
3. Tuberculosis – no test is required. 
B. Interstate (cattle from another state entering Missouri for exhibition 
only). 
1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required with official 
individual identification for each animal listed. 
2. Brucellosis – 
A. Cattle from Brucellosis-Free States. 
1. Sexually intact cattle may enter without a brucellosis 
test. 
2. Steer(s). No test required but the steer(s) must be 
individually identified and listed on the Certificate of 
Veterinary Inspection. 
B. Cattle from Class A States 
1. Sexually intact test-eligible animals must be tested and 
negative within thirty (30) days prior to entry except 
cattle from a certified brucellosis-free herd. The certified 
herd number and date of the last herd test date must be 
listed on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
2. Steer(s). No test required but the steer(s) must be 
individually identified and listed on the Certificate of 
Veterinary Inspection 
3. Rodeo bulls from a Class A state must have a negative 
brucellosis test within twelve (12) months prior to 
exhibition. 
3. Tuberculosis. 
A. Beef – Tuberculosis-Free States. 
1. Tuberculosis – Free States. All beef cattle two (2) 
months of age and over (including steers) may enter 
without additional testing requirements or permit. 
2. Tuberculosis Status-less than free must meet the following 
requirements: 
A. Must obtain an entry permit. 
3. Must have a negative tuberculosis test within sixty (60) 
days of exhibition, test date must be listed on the 
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection; or 
4. Move from an accredited tuberculosis-free herd (herd 
test date must be listed on the Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection); or 
5. Move directly from a herd of origin that has had one (1) 
complete negative herd test within one (1) year (date of 
test must be listed on the Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection). 
B. Dairy – All classes of dairy cattle, two (2) months of age and 
older, entering Missouri for exhibition must meet the following 
requirements: 
1. Must obtain an entry permit. 
2. Have a negative tuberculosis test within sixty (60) days 
of shipment; test date must be listed on the Certificate of 
Veterinary Inspection; or 
3. Move from an accredited tuberculosis-free herd (herd 
test date must be listed on the Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection); or 
4. Move directly from a herd of origin that has had one (1) 
complete negative herd test within one (1) year (date of 
test must be listed on the Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection). 
C. Rodeo livestock, eighteen (18) months of age and older, 
must be tested negative for tuberculosis every twelve (12) 
months and obtain an entry permit prior to entering Missouri. 
D. No sexually intact rodeo livestock from Mexico will be 
permitted to enter Missouri. 

3. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR SWINE 
A. Intrastate (swine in Missouri moving for exhibition only) 
1. All swine must be free of clinical signs of infectious or 
contagious disease. 
2. No Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required 
3. Brucellosis – no test required 
4. Pseudorabies – no test required 
B. Interstate (swine from another state entering Missouri for exhibition 
only). 
1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required. All swine 
must be individually identified by official eartag, ear notch, tattoo 
and listed on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
2. Brucellosis – 
A. Breeding swine originating from brucellosis-free states 
may exhibit without a brucellosis test. 
B. Breeding swine originating from a state having a brucellosis 
status less than free states must be tested negative within 
sixty (60) days prior to exhibition except breeding swine 
from a validated brucellosis-free herd. The validated herd 
number and date of last validating test must be listed on the 
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
3. Psuedorabies – 
A. Swine originating from a state classified as Stage V the 
National Pseudorabies (PRV) Eradication Plan may exhibit 
without a pseudorabies test. 
B. All other swine must be tested negative within sixty (60) 
days prior to exhibition except swine from a qualified 
pseudorabies-free herd. The qualified herd number and 
date of last qualifying test must be listed on the Certificate 
of Veterinary Inspection. 
4. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR SHEEP. 
A. Intrastate (sheep in Missouri moving for exhibition only). 
1. Sheep must be free of clinical signs of an infectious or 
contagious disease. 
2. All sheep, regardless of age or gender, must be individually 
identified by an official scrapie eartag and be listed on a 
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
3. No test required 
B. Interstate (sheep from another state entering Missouri for exhibition 
only) 
1. Sheep must be free of clinical signs of an infectious or 
contagious disease. 
2. All sheep, regardless of age or gender, must be individually 
identified by an official scrapie eartag and be listed on a 
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
3. No test required 
5. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR GOATS. 
A. Intrastate (goats in Missouri moving for exhibition only) 
1. Goats must be free of clinical signs of an infectious or 
contagious disease. 
2. All goats, regardless of age or gender, must be individually 
identified by an official scrapie eartag or any other means of 
permanent identification approved by the state veterinarian and 
be listed on a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
3. No test required 
B. Interstate (goats from another state entering Missouri for exhibition 
only). 
1. Goats must be free of clinical signs of an infectious or 
contagious disease 
2. All goats, regardless of age or gender must be individually 
identified by an official scrapie eartag or any other means of 
permanent identification approved by the state veterinarian and 
be listed on a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 
3. No test required 
6. EXHIBITIONREQUIREMENTSEQUINE. 
A. Intrastate (equine in Missouri moving for exhibition only). 
1. Equine that are to be exhibited must be free of clinical signs of 
an Infectious or contagious disease. Any equine showing signs 
of infectious or contagious diseases at an exhibition may be 
excused by the official inspecting veterinarian. When an official 
inspecting veterinarian is present; all equine will be subject to 
daily inspection. 
2. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is not required. 
3. All equine (except nursing foals accompanied by their dams) 
must be accompanied by a current VS Form 10-11 or any 
officially recognized state EIA test chart showing the graphic 
description of all markings needed for identification, or micro 
chip, or legible tattoo, or unique registered brand. A certified 
photocopy or certified facsimile of the VS Form 10-11 or any 
officially recognized state EIA test chart may be accepted for 
the purpose of exhibition. 
B. Interstate (equine from another state entering Missouri for 
exhibition only). 
1. Equine that are to be exhibited must be free of clinical signs of 
an infectious or contagious disease. Any equine showing signs 
of infectious or contagious diseases at an exhibition may be 
excused by the official inspecting veterinarian. When an official 
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inspecting veterinarian is present; all equine will be subject to 
daily inspection. 
2. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required. 
3. All equine (except nursing foals accompanied by their dams) 
must be accompanied by a current VS Form 10-11 or any 
officially recognized state EIA test chart showing the graphic 
description of all markings needed for identification, or micro 
chip, or legible tattoo, or unique registered brand. A certified 
photocopy or certified facsimile of the VS Form 10-11 or any 
officially recognized state EIA test chart may be accepted for 
the purpose of exhibition. 
4. Alteration or substitution of any information on any VS Form 10- 
11 including certified photocopy or certified facsimile or any 
official copy of a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection shall 
cause the document to be invalid and in violation of sections 
267.010 to 267.730, RSMo, and may result in civil penalties not 
to exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000) per violation and 
subject to expulsion. 
5. A six (6) - month passport from states with which there is a 
reciprocal agreement will be accepted in lieu of VS Form 10-11. 
These passports must have proof of a negative EIA test within 
thirty (30) days of the date of application of the passport and 
permanent identification for each horse by means of registered 
brand, legible tattoo, or microchip to be recorded on the 
passport and the VS Form 10-11 or any officially recognized 
state EIA test chart, along with other identifying characteristics. 
In the event of confirmed vesicular stomatititis in any of the 
states with which reciprocal agreements exist, use of the six 
(6) - month passport will be suspended by the state veterinarian 
of Missouri. 
6. Venezuelan Equine Encephalomyelitits (VEE) vaccination and 
entry permit is required prior to entry on equine originating from 
states in which VEE has been diagnosed within the preceding 
twelve (12) months. 
7. Any equine originating from a premise under quarantine for 
Vesicular Stomatitis shall obtain an entry permit and must 
include the statement on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection 
that “the equine listed have not been exposed to Vesicular 
Stomatitis or located within (10) miles of premises quarantined 
for Vesicular Stomatitis within the past thirty (30) days”. 
C. The board, organization or manager of each assembly or event is 
responsible for certifying that all equine admitted or participating 
meet the regulations in this section and shall not admit or allow 
participation of equine not so certified. Untested equine shall not 
be allowed to congregate with other equine. The owner of each 
animal shall comply with requirements under this section 267.010 
to 267.730, RSMo, and may be assessed civil penalties not to 
exceed ten thousand dollars ($10,000) for each violation. 
7. EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS FOR POULTRY AND WATERFOWL 
A. Intrastate (poultry and waterfowl in Missouri moving for exhibition 
only) 
1. All poultry and waterfowl to be exhibited must be free of clinical 
signs of any infectious or contagious disease. 
2. No Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required 
3. Pullorum-Typhoid test. All poultry (except waterfowl) exhibited 
shall be tested negative for pullorum-typhoid within ninety (90) 
days prior to exhibition or originate from a flock approved by the 
National Poultry Improvement Plan (NPIP) or an equivalent 
program which as been tested within the past twelve (12) 
months with no change of ownership. This information shall be 
documented on a VS Form 9-2 (see 2 CSR 30-8.020) or similar 
certificate which shall accompany the poultry to the exhibition 
and shall be made available on request. 
B. Interstate (poultry and waterfowl entering Missouri for exhibition 
only) 
1. All poultry and waterfowl to be exhibited must be free of clinical 
signs of any infectious or contagious disease. 
2. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection is required 
3. Pullorum-Typhoid test. All poultry (except waterfowl) exhibited 
shall be tested negative for pullorum-typhoid within ninety (90) 
days prior to exhibition or originate from a flock approved by the 
National Poultry Improvement Plan (NPIP) or an equivalent 
program which as been tested within the past twelve (12) 
months with no change of ownership. This information shall be 
documented on a VS Form 9-2 (see 2 CSR 30-8.020) or similar 
certificate which shall accompany the poultry to the exhibition 
and shall be made available on request. 
4. An entry permit is required.

1. Sale will be held Thursday, July 29, 2010 beginning at 7:00 p.m. 

2. All livestock entered in the livestock sale must be sold – no exceptions.  If a 4-H member 
decides to enter the animal (that was sold) in the Missouri State Fair, they must have the 
consent of the buyer and complete a Missouri State Fair Advance Sale Agreement which must 
be signed by all parties. The 4-H member must then seek payment directly from the buyer. 
No check will be issued to the 4-H member by the St. Charles County Fair Inc. 

3. If you plan to enter your steer or market lamb in the livestock sale and plan to take it to State 
Fair, the steer or lamb must be nose printed in St. Charles County. Steer weigh-in: 
February 27, 2010. Lamb weigh-in: May 1, 2010. Also, you must indicate your intentions on 
your St. Charles County Fair livestock entry form which will be due June 15, 2010. 

4. State Fair livestock entry forms are due in the State Fair office by July 2 and must be signed by 
St. Charles County 4-H youth staff. 

5. The selling order will be as follows:  steers, hogs, sheep, rabbits, chickens, and goats. The 
order of sale for each species of animal will be determined by drawing of numbers at each 
respective show, except for Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion steers which will 
be sold first, followed by other steers. (Champion hogs followed by all other hogs, Champion 
lambs followed by all other lambs, etc.) 

6. Exhibitors of blue and red ribbons steers, production hogs, market rabbits, market chickens, 
market lambs, and market goats are invited to sell. 

7. Only one animal per exhibitor will be sold. 

8. Exhibitors are not required to enter their animal in the auction; however, Grand Champion and 
Reserve Champion Steers of the show must be sold. 

9. Exhibitors must agree to water, feed and otherwise care for the livestock until release time on 
Saturday or until they are removed on Sunday. 

10. All owners must show and sell their own animal. (Committee will rule on exceptions.) 

11. Exhibitor must notify Denny Meyer as they leave the ring after steer judging if they are not going 
to sell. Exhibitors of hogs notify Joe Brune; exhibitors of lambs notify Ray Reininger; exhibitors 
of rabbits notify Roger Huslage; exhibitors of market chickens notify Nancy Rolwes; and 
exhibitors of market goats notify Mike Schmidt. 

12. Any changes in steer destination must be submitted to Denny Meyer at 281-1008 by 10:00 p.m. 
on Friday evening.

1. Entries will be taken from 6:30 p.m. - 7:30 p.m., Monday, July 26, (No food or cake items 

will be accepted on Monday) and from 8:00 a.m. - 10:00 a.m., Tuesday, July 27. Exhibits 
will be released, Sunday August 1, 8:00 a.m. - 1:00 p.m. No exhibit will be released early for 
any reason. Any exhibitor removing exhibits, for any reason, prior to stated release times will 
automatically forfeit premium money and state fair eligibility. 

2. Members must be in good standing and enrolled in project exhibiting. 
3. No use of alcohol, tobacco, or illegal drugs by youth exhibitors will be tolerated. 

Exhibitor will be asked to leave the fairgrounds with their projects and forfeit their 
premium money and state fair eligibility. 

4. Each entry shall be owned, made, and shown by exhibitor in current year of enrollment. 
5. All items exhibited at the St. Charles County Fair are to be made in 4-H projects. No items 

made in school may be exhibited. 
6. Maximum of three (3) exhibits per project in which you are enrolled. 
7. Each article must be labeled with "Fair Tag" showing the following information: Exhibit (article 

description), Class No., Member ID, Name, Address, and Age. Last name first on fair tags. 
Tags must be securely attached to article or hole punched on plate or paper and tied in place. 

8. Conference Judging will be offered beginning at 9:00 a.m. with the exception of Electricity, 
Welding, Woodworking, and Small Engines which will begin at 10:00 a.m. No 
conference judging in Meats. 

9. Where the exhibit list states, "any item made," the 4-H member may display any item made in 
that project. This includes: notebooks (3-ring binders are preferred), file cards, photo displays, 
posters, or educational displays. Regardless of project, the following dimensions must be 
used: 

 
 A. Poster - No larger than 14" x 22"; flat only; do not fasten three-dimensional items to the poster. 
 B. Photo Display  

The following guidelines are requirements for State Fair 4-H photography exhibits: 
 
¶ All photos should be mounted on an 11" x 14” mat board, not to exceed 1/8ò in thickness. 

Materials such as poster board or foam core board are not acceptable mounting materials. 
¶ Photographers may mount the photograph to the mat board using an acceptable adhesive or 

approved corner mounts. 
¶ No captions, titles, or writing on the mat board. The picture should tell the story. 
¶ Margins are at the discretion of the photographer. 
¶ No photos using glass and/or wooden, brass, plastic frames, etc. 
¶ Photos can be matted with a single window colored mat if appropriate. 
¶ To protect exhibits from dust and moisture, photos should be placed in a two-gallon zip-lock-style 

bag. 
¶ Photo stories should follow the above guidelines and consist of no more than 4 photographs. 
¶ Include name, address and county on back of photo. 
 
For definitions and the complete guidelines governing State Fair photography exhibits, please see 
http://4h.missouri.edu/go/events/statefair/photoguidelines.pdf. Exhibits that do not adhere to these 
guidelines will be disqualified. These exhibits will not be displayed and will not receive premiums or 
ribbons. 

 C. Educational display - Must not exceed 11 inches in height, 12 inches in depth (front to back) and 
14 inches in width. Must include three-dimensional items and stand-alone. (Posters with items 
taped to them do not qualify as an educational display. Science fair display boards are too 
large.) 

 D. Entomology or Geology display boxes - Box must be no more than 18" long x 24" wide and 3 1/2" 
deep to fit in display racks. Plexiglas or plastic covers are preferred. No handles or knobs.

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 E. Scrapbooking ï For St. Charles County Fair only, the full scrapbook will be displayed. Exhibits 
selected for State Fair Scrapbooking exhibits should be only 1 page representative of the complete 
scrapbook.

¶ All pages should be in clear protective sleeve or clear zipper bag. Do not frame. 
 F. Working models - These exhibits should show how things actually work (cutaway-sections of 

motors or computers) or can be used to help people identify parts such as parts of a motor or 
computer. Many times these exhibits are considered “hands-on” and can be handled by visitors. 
Working models should require floor space no larger than 14” x 22”.

7. No alcoholic beverages may be displayed in gift packs. 
8. A recipe card is to be attached to each exhibit.

6. Judges at local judging must not sample any food preservation item. 
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The best exhibit submitted by a youth from each category indicated below will receive the following 
awards.
